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The article considers the problem of defining the dark academia genre. This
new literary genre is still being formed, and at the moment there is no precise or
even satisfactory definition of it. For this reason, for example, publishing houses
advertise — and, in our opinion, wrongly — certain novels as dark academia. It is
worth noting, however, that dark academia seems to us to be a heterogeneous genre,
and the further away from its center a novel is, the weaker its connection with dark
academia, though it might still contain some elements of it.

In this article, having analyzed some of the main novels in the dark academia
genre, we have proposed a new definition for the core of the genre. Thus, the main
elements of dark academia are the academic setting, themes of obsession and death,
as well as criticism of education system and elitism. Also, a new type of the dark
academia novel has recently developed, which has added an element of the super-
natural to the mix.
